Between seasons, members will be encouraged to vote on crucial changes to a particular racing series by way of on-site survey software. All proposed changes to regulations will be in the form of a 'yes'/'no' question, and the voting system will be strictly on a majoritarian basis.

Throughout each season, all members will be able to submit their proposals to the regulations to be collated and voted on at seasons' end. There is no set limit upon the amount of changes that may be voted on each season.

This system ensures that each series will rarely stay the same from season to season. A series is allowed to fluidly evolve with the demands and whims of the drivers participating. The only thing holding a series back is the drivers' imagination!

Our racing rules are unequivocally the most rigorous and enforced in the league racing sector. Deterrence and rehabilitation are at the forefront of our rules' aims at League Racing Australia. We will always seeks to foster clean and considerate racing amongst all drivers.

 

Keeping Stewards in Check

 

Rules will be exercised in equal circumstances and with utmost prudent analysis. Our stewards are entrusted to follow our specialised procedures and protocol in administering the racing rules.

 

All stewards are elected by our community members. No steward is vested with absolute and permanent authority. Only the most respected members of our community are entrusted with the right to steward, and this maintains a high standard of service and fairness to our members.

Frequently Asked Questions ('FAQ')

'What is league racing?'
Similar to any other sporting league, league racing takes the competitive aspects of racing simulation games ('sim racing') and shines a light on it. League racing consists of socially organised events among friends or members more broadly in a faux motorsport championship.

It is a much cheaper way to enjoy the competitive and social aspects of real-world motorsport.

'PC is a superior platform. Why don't you offer championships on PC?'
You will find that PC leagues are often more professional and organised, and that many console communities continuously lack a similar fervour and professionalism.

League Racing Australia has deliberately targetted the console audience as a place of growth and influence.

We will endeavour to offer a market-leading service in the console sector before ever offering official sanctioned PC series.

'Can I make my own series?'
As of 2017, League Racing Australia does not offer its members the ability to make and organise its own series.

This is to deliberately so to provide the highest service and attention to our offered series. You can have a browse of our series here. Most certainly, if you have ambitions to oversee your own series on a particular game, you can make such suggestions in the appropriate thread on our forums and we will be glad to reward your enthusiasm with a new series. 'How do teams work?'
Teams on League Racing Australia work as any real-world motorsport team works; teams are able to organise and conduct themselves however they like.

Teams are not restricted to a particular series (or they might deliberately wish to only race in a particular series in order to dominate and cultivate their prowess and reputation at a particular formula!). Specific team names on a per series basis are individual, but must be linked to a parent team or a subsidiary of a parent team.

Teams are administered by a 'Team Principal', and how said Team Principal wishes to run their team is up to them! Teams may offer support programs, contacts, hierarchies, or sponsorships within their team.

'Can I make my own team?'
Most certainly!

As of 2017, we are offering an open tender for anyone to start their own parent group team.

'Do I need to join a team?'
Absolutely not!

All of our series are able to be contested by independent competitors. There are key benefits to joining a team however that may entice you to join a team some time in the future!

'Does this cost any money?'
Absolutely not!

As of 2017, all features of the league and participation in all aspects of the site are 100% free. We are not even taking donations during this period of growth. We have ambitions to improve our platform here at LeagueRacingAustralia.com at our own charge before seeking funding.

'A driver in my series keeps running into me. Why aren't you banning him from the league?'
Every driver at League Racing Australia deserves a 'fair-go'. Members will not be banned from the league due to outlier incidents or lapses of concentration.

Our racing rules are rigorous but fair. All members must be given the opportunity to improve their on-track behaviour before we act out retribution. We wish for every driver to be 100% clean at every event!

Our Regulations page on the front-end website contains all details in relation to our rules and processes, and is the starting point for all disputes and queries of conduct.

'Other drivers are too fast and I cannot beat anyone on track. What can I do?'
No driver started out league racing at an insanely quick pace. Getting to the top of the pile takes dedication and confidence.

There are a number of things you can do to improve your results:

1. Join a team!

Teams exist to offer a support group between friends and colleagues in relation to league racing performance. Many teams have a culture of giving assistance to members so that their results improve. Try and find a team that fits the bill, and send an application their way! They would love to have you on board!

2. Shift the regulations into your favour!

Some drivers are more adept at short sprint races, and some prefer longer endurance races. Some drivers prefer city circuits, while others prefer spacious and flowing traditional tracks. Some are good at conserving tyres, while others are not. These differences are the fundamental factors of competition between drivers.

Use your political influence and try to change a series into your favour for next season! All regulations are subject to change, and no series is exempt. If a single driver or team is dominating a series, switch it up! Change the car, track calendar, season length, tyre degradation, damage model, or time of day!

3. Practice against 'Ghosts' in a Time Trial format.

There is no substitute for putting in raw laps before an event. The very best in our community have honed their skills over tens of thousands of hours on various sim racing games combined, and the best way to increase time is against yourself. You will teach yourself new racing lines and approaches to corners that you just happen to find by mistake. The stopwatch doesn't lie though, so you will keep improving your time the longer you do laps.

'Can I become a steward?'
Most certainly!

At League Racing Australia, all of our stewards are elected. That means that if the community does not like the approach and outcomes that a particular steward may bring to the role, said steward is subject to removal.

Voting takes place at the end of every season, and there are no restrictions upon who can nominate themselves for election.

You can nominate yourself in the appropriate thread of our forums and we will be happy to reward your enthusiasm by putting your name on the ballet.

If you are so lucky as to be elected, we will give you in-depth assistance, guidance and support on how to fulfill your role.

'Can I become a forum moderator?'
With good reputation, you may certainly be granted administrator powers in our community.

'I don't like how your league runs things. Why are you so unfair?'
We are deeply sorry to hear such sentiments. We take all feedback and criticism incredibly seriously. We have endeavoured to create a community grounded in fairness and due procedure.

We have an in-built system to handle and deal with bad decisions and abuse of our valuable members. You can apply to the stewards board to hear your qualms just as if an incident had happened on-track. You can find such details of how to review decisions on our Regulations page.

'Why can't I read any of the team forum threads?'
By their nature, teams are meant to conduct their business behind closed doors, so as to get the edge over rivals. Consequently, all team forums are private places of discussion dedicated to team members.

If you wish to be privy to conversation in a team forum (especially from a dominant team!), you should consider applying to join said team by way of the Teams page.

Please note however, that you may only be 'contracted' to a single parent team at one time. It defeats the purpose if all drivers were privy to every team's programs.

'I cannot login to the forum. What can I do?'
Without insulting your intelligence, of course, just check one more time that your username and password is correct. Wouldn't it be great if you had Caps Lock enabled instead of an actual problem?

If you still cannot login, try to delete all cookies related to our website. All cookies are tagged with 'LRA', and can be located appropriately with such a search from your browser's cookies navigator. Please delete all relevant cookies under the domains for both 'leagueracingaustralia.com' and 'forum.leagueracingaustralia.com'.

If you still run into problems, please Contact us.

'A series just started, yet it's not being described as the first season. Why?'
At League Racing Australia, our series are offered within the frameworks of 'seasons'. A season defines a period of time over which our series take place. This allows us flexibility in how we offer each series, and a potential to implement exciting ideas like various qualification series or elimination series. Once every series has completed a championship, the next season will begin, and the process repeats itself.

You do not have to start racing from the start of a season, and are allowed to join series mid-season or mid-championship, so long as the series does not require specific qualification.

'I referred another driver to the stewards via the review process, but I don't like the stewards decision. Can I appeal their decision?'
At League Racing Australia, the stewards serve a dual purpose: 1) to scrutinise on-track incidents, and 2) to review decisions by official staff.

Quite often, a steward's job can become labourious with many racing incidents to consider. It is often difficult and untimely to receive judgements from multiple stewards. Our policy is thus that our Race Directors have the experience and authority to decide upon incidents and penalties, and only after a Race Director has made a decision upon an incident should the incident be referred to the stewards.

Consequently, any decision by the Race Director can be appealed, but a decision by the stewards cannot. In essence, the stewards ARE the appeals board. Drivers may however send their incidents immediately to the stewards if they so desire, and a panel of 3 stewards will consider the incident.

There is one final thing you may do.

At the conclusion of every season, a referendum is held to elect next season's stewards. All members of League Racing Australia are encouraged to inform themselves about their choices for who to elect to the stewards board, and vote according to past precedent decisions.

If you don't like the decision of a particular steward, or the stewards board as a whole, you don't need to vote for them! This system allows us to have a community founded on mutual trust and experience between every member.
